
CHAPTER 44

An Act to amend the Women’s Minimum Wage Act

[Assented to, the of May, 1935}

LJIS MAJESTY, with the advice and consent of the 
1 législative Council and of the Legislative Assembly of 
Quebec, enacts as follows:

1 .  Section 4 of the Women’s Minimum Wage Act R. S., e. 100, 
(Revised Statutes, 1925, chapter 100), as amended by t h e s- 4>am. 
act 20 George Y, chapter 46, section 2, and replaced by 
the act 22 George V, chapter 48, section 2, and amended 
by the act 23 George V, chapter 39, section 1, is again 
amended :

a. By inserting therein, after the words: “ commercial 
establishments” , in the fourth line of the first paragraph 
thereof, the words: “ , and also to hôtels,clubs and restaurants 
situated in cities and towns with a population of not less 
than five thousand soûls” ;

b. By inserting therein, after the word: “ them” , in the 
fifth line of the second paragraph thereof, the words: “ and 
has, in addition, the same powers as those possessed by the 
officers contemplated by subdivision 3 of Division vin of 
the Industrial and Commercial Establishments Act (Chap.
182)” .

2 .  Section 12 of the said act, as replaced by the acts Id., s. 12,
20 George V, chapter 46, section 4; 23 George V, chapter am- 
39, section 2, and 24 George V, chapter 31, section 4, is 
amended :

a. By replacing the words: “ to a fine of not less than 
fifty dollars nor more than two hundred dollars” , in the 
fourth, fifth and sixth lines of the first paragraph thereof, 
by the words: “ to a fine of not less than one hundred dol­
lars nor more than three hundred dollars” ;
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Corning into 
force.

b. By replacing the words: “ to a fine of not less than one 
hundred dollars nor more than three hundred dollars” , in 
the ninth and tenth fines of the said first paragraph thereof, 
by the words: “ to a fine of not less than two hundred dol­
lars nor more than five hundred dollars” ;

c. By replacing the words: “ one month” , in the seventh 
fine of the second paragraph thereof, by the words: “ three 
months” .

3. This act shall corne into force on the day of its 
sanction.
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
